Representative Anderson opened the meeting at 10:45 a.m. stating the agenda of the board was to elect a chair, approve draft minutes and determine the agenda for the 2005 public forums.

Senator Gottesman nominated Representative Eric Anderson as Chair for the Equalization Standards Board.  Commissioner Blatsos seconded the nomination.  All approved.

Chair Anderson stated he would be happy to facilitate the meetings, but will be happy for the participation of the experts on the board.

Senator Gottesman nominated Representative Thomas Gillick as Vice Chair or designee of the Equalization Standards Board.  Commissioner Blatsos seconded the nomination.  All approved.

Representative Gillick motioned to approve the draft minutes of September 9, 2005 as written.  Mr. Hamilton seconded the motion.  All approved.

Chair Anderson requested a sub-committee be established to determine the public forum agenda, as Senator Gottesman had to leave the meeting and the quorum would be lost.  The committee agreed.

The committee reviewed the information presented by Mr. Boley regarding the proposed changes to the Equalization Manual.  Ms. Reid indicated the placement of wording reviewed was 

different from what was discussed at a previous meeting.  It was stated the previous meeting motion would need to be reviewed for clarification.

Mr. Hamilton motioned to accept the proposed changes to the Equalization Manual to the full board as presented by Mr. Boley.  Representative Gillick seconded the motion.  All approved.

Mr. Boley stated he would re-draft the document for better clarification for presentation at the forum.

Discussion took place regarding how many municipalities used supplemental sales and time trending.  Mr. Boley stated approximately twenty six to twenty eight towns used supplemental sales, but only one used time trending.  

Commissioner Blatsos requested an overview of the equalization process prior to reviewing the proposed changes to the manual.  Mr. Boley agreed to present an overview.  

Ms. Reid asked if a previous motion by the board regarding the preferred ratio to use when applying the ratio to current use land assessments had been stated to the Current Use Board.  After discussion it was determined the vote of the ESB needed clarification and it was requested Mr. Petell bring the information to the Current Use Board.

Mr. Boley indicated he made an error with the proposed changes to the manual, and that Ms. Reid was correct.  The information should be moved to section seven rather than the definitions in the manual.  

Mr. Hamilton motioned to reconsider the original motion regarding the recommendation of the proposed changes.  Mr. Gillick seconded the motion. All approved.

Mr. Hamilton motioned to accept  the proposed changes to the Equalization Manual in section seven to the full board as presented by Mr. Boley.  Representative Gillick seconded the motion.  All approved.

Representative Gillick motioned to adjourn at 11:25 a.m.  Mr. Hamilton seconded the motion. All approved.
